7 Caloosahatchee River, Florida
The Caloosahatchee River is poised to take a turn for the worse, now 

that the Corps of Engineers has unveiled a plan to increase the number 

of polluted releases flowing from Lake Okeechobee directly into the 

river. Already, the Caloosahatchee is regularly inundated with toxins, 

leading to fish kills and human health problems.  This summer the river 

experienced the worst algal blooms in recent memory, with outbreaks of 

Red Tide, blue-green algae and other species turning the river a 

kaleidoscope of colors. Before the public comment period ends, American 

Rivers will remind Florida activists to urge the Corps to scrap its 

harmful plan in favor of one that will actually reduce not increase 

pollution in the Caloosahatchee.
