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Riverwatch Hosts 10th Annual River Ride Bike Ride

FORT MYERS – The Caloosahatchee River Citizens Association (aka “RiverWatch”) announces the tenth annual “River Ride” for Sunday, November 19, 2006, from 8am-12noon.  This marked bicycle tour takes the riders from Caloosahatchee Regional Park in Alva to LaBelle and beyond, traveling through three Counties along the River – Lee, Hendry and Glades.  Four marked rides are available with support along the way – distances range from 15 to 62 miles for both the casual rider and the long-distance trainer.  Registered riders will get a t-shirt, water bottle and a “goodie” bag.  Refreshments will be served.   

RiverWatch President Marti Daltry explains, “We are excited to celebrate the 10th annual Caloosahatchee River Ride. This event provides a great opportunity for bike riders to enjoy the Caloosahatchee's watershed and share in the natural beauty of the region as well as fellowship with other biking enthusiasts.”

The launch area for the event will be at the main pavilions in Caloosahatchee Regional Park, 18500 N River Road, Alva.   Support stops will be in Ft Denaud and LaBelle and road support is also available through Fort Myers Schwinn Cyclery.
